“The entire debate betw-
een monism and dualism in
international law has become
rather academic, bereft of
much practical significance”
said Dr. V.S. Mani, Director
School of Law and Governan-
ce, Jaipur National University,
Jaipur, while delivering Public
Law Lectures at the School of
Legal Studies Cusat on 17 and
18 of March 2015 on the theme
“Impact of International
Human Rights Regime on Nati-
onal Legal Systems”.

The lecture series was ina-
ugurated by Justice Chidamb-
aresh, Judge, High Court of
Kerala at a meeting presided
over by Dr. Poulose Jacob, Pro-
Vice Chancellor of Cusat. Dr.
